Eles devem preceder os mddulos pds-intermediarios ou transversais nesse nivel sempre
gue necessario. Os topicos abaixo devem ser introduzidos para a utilizagdo nas habilidades da
lingua, de forma que os estudantes possam dar prosseguimento a seu desenvolvimento
linguistico, conhecer o contexto universitario da UFABC e acompanhar mddulos subsequentes.
Neste nivel linguistico, os temas sdo introduzidos por meio de textos multimodais e a fluéncia e
acuidade sao trabalhadas em praticas de uso da lingua escrita e oral. Os tépicos gramaticais sao
introduzidos, sempre que possivel, a partir de elementos textuais. E importante que elementos
pessoais e culturais dos estudantes sejam trazidos para criagdo de um contexto respeitoso e de
valorizag¢do dos sujeitos. As aulas sao ministradas predominantemente em inglés neste nivel,
podendo também haver tradug¢des de termos especificos para a lingua nativa dos estudantes
guando necessario e mesmo trabalhos de tradugcbes maiores, para que testem suas habilidades
translinguisticas. As habilidades de Listening, Reading, Critical thinking, Speaking e Writing
podem ser trabalhadas conforme propostas pelo material sugerido ou de acordo com escolhas
textuais dos(as) ministrantes (mais contemporaneas ou mais proximas do contexto brasileiro
guando for o caso). Os médulos podem ainda ser ofertados de forma ndo tradicionais, com
focos especificos, como o foco em géneros textuais, em habilidades orais ou escritas, de
compreensdo ou de producdo, em tépicos de léxico ou estrutura da lingua. Esta ementa
completa se direciona aos mddulos tradicionais e as habilidades desenvolvidas na preparacdo
para o nivel linguistico subsequente.

Neste nivel linguistico, o estudante é capaz de compreender as questées principais
guando é usada linguagem clara e padronizada e os assuntos lhe sdo familiares; é capaz de lidar
com a maioria das situacGes encontradas nas regides onde se fala a lingua-alvo, de produzir um
discurso simples e coerente sobre assuntos que lhe sdo familiares ou de interesse pessoal; pode
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descrever experiéncias e eventos, sonhos, esperancas e ambicbes, bem como expor
brevemente razdes e justificativas para uma opinido ou um projeto; no Clip, os estudantes
podem ainda, ao final dos mddulos, falar sobre os cursos da UFABC (graduacdo, pds-graduacao,

extensdo e linguas).
